September’s Porch Program will be held on September 22; on the 

157th anniversary of the Preliminary Emancipation Proclamation,  the Newcomer House 

will host "Race and #Real Talk" featuring “Harmony’s African-American Legacy 

Organization” (HALO), an all-female African American barbershop quartet whose mission 

is to use the unique style of harmonic progression in barbershop singing to help 

communities engage in constructive dialogue pertaining to race.
